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In this week's Gospel,  Luke tells about the early days of Jesus'  

ministry.

One of the fisherman, 

Simon Peter,  immediately understands the miracle that has just 

happened, falls to his knees and begs for forgiveness.  Others on the 

boat are afraid!  Jesus tells them to "Be not afraid,"  and to follow him! 

They do, and become some of Jesus'  first disciples;  Simon Peter,  

James and John.
